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TE PŪRONGO O NGĀ POU MATARUA | CO-DIRECTORS UPDATE

It is with mixed feelings that we deliver our final e-pānui for 2023. These are unsettling
times for many and we are grateful to be able to draw on our collective strength and
enduring resilience as a people, and to know that we will continue to carry forward the
dreams of our tūpuna and the futures of our mokopuna. Beyond Aotearoa, we acknowledge
the tremendous suffering that others are facing. Our deepest aroha goes out to the whānau
and communities of Gaza - many of our NPM whānau have been involved in events and
initiatives to stand in solidarity with the people of Palestine.

We are also grateful to be able to celebrate bright moments. Our lead story spotlights NPM
Ruānuku Professor Linda Tuhiwai Smith who recently received the Royal Society Te
Apārangi’s highest research honour, the Rutherford Medal. Linda was one of NPM’s founding
Co-Directors. Her influence and vision is evident in NPM’s first annual report in 2002/3
stating our intent: 

to “ground” research in the Māori perspective, to define research problems explicitly from
the  Māori experience of them, and to focus members of research teams on applying their   
discipline-based methodologies to the resolution of those problems. Māori language,
knowledge and culture together with the contribution of expert Māori and their communities
in the formulation of research projects, underpin all aspects of the research. 

That intent has not changed. In 2021 NPM published Te Pūtahitanga: A Tiriti-led science
policy approach for Aotearoa New Zealand. It called for a policy approach that is enabled by,
and responsive to, Te Tiriti o Waitangi and Mātauranga Māori, and set out how Te Tiriti offers
a powerful framework for connecting systems and communities of knowledge in ways that
are mutually beneficial and future focused. 

In 2022 NPM also published a collective submission on the government’s green paper Te Ara
Paerangi: Future Pathways. Penned by some 40 Māori researchers, the submission noted
that “our galvanising force is a collective ambition to realise best research, science and
innovation outcomes for whānau, hapū, iwi, Māori and all communities across Aotearoa. 

This year NPM hosted the International Indigenous Climate Change Research Summit and
published a communiqué from the delegates emphasising the pivotal role of Indigenous
voices, ideas, and actionable solutions in addressing climate change.

Our ongoing commitment is to undertake excellent Māori-led research that contributes to
the future flourishing of our communities, culture and whenua as Tangata Whenua - a
position from which we will not resile.

CELEBRATING A LIFETIME OF VISIONARY
SCHOLARSHIP AND LEADERSHIP

With a tumultuous year drawing to a close, we are grateful to celebrate one of our own -
NPM Ruānuku, Distinguished Professor Linda Tuhiwai Smith (Ngāti Awa, Ngāti Porou) CNZM
FRSNZ.
 
Last month Royal Society Te Apārangi conferred on Linda their most prestigious award, the
Rutherford Medal. The award recognises a lifetime of dedication and groundbreaking
scholarship and her preeminent role in advancing education and research for Te Ao Māori.
The award is the latest of many. In 2021 Linda was the first Māori scholar to be elected to
the American Academy of Arts & Sciences as an International Honorary Member. Other
distinguished members of the Academy include Albert Einstein, Martin Luther King, Toni
Morrison and Nelson Mandela. There are more than 250 Nobel and Pulitzer Prize winners
among its ranks.
 
Over the course of her academic career Linda has made an outsized contribution to Māori
and Indigenous scholarship and advancing our research capacity and capability. Her book
Decolonizing Methodologies: Research and Indigenous Peoples is the seminal text for
Indigenous Studies. First published more than 20 years ago, it has been translated into five
languages and continues to inspire research around the world, with more than 280k citations
to date. Here in Aotearoa her research helped lay the foundations for kaupapa Māori
education, theory and research, alongside her husband Distinguished Professor Graham
Hingangaroa Smith (Ngāti Porou, Ngāi Tahu, Ngāti Apa, Ngāti Kahungunu) FRSNZ. 

Linda’s leadership in education and academia has also had a profound influence on the way
institutions work with Māori, enabling students and researchers to transcend dominant
narratives while creating their own intellectual spaces to flourish.

The very existence of NPM is testament to this, with Linda being a founding Co-Director
alongside Professor Michael Walker (Whakatōhea) ONZM FRSNZ. Together they helped build
NPM from the ground up, including growing the MAI Māori doctoral student network at The
University of Auckland to become what is now a hugely successful national network Te
Kupenga o MAI.

Last year we celebrated our 20th anniversary - and look forward to celebrating many more -
thanks to the vision and commitment of Linda and others.

An opportunity exists for a Māori Master’s student at Te Rōpū Whāriki, Massey University to
undertake a thesis as a part of the Marsden project 'Rangatiratanga and online media:
Understanding how Māori create, shape, experience and share our worlds.'

Applicants will have an interest in online media and Indigenous audience research, and a
background in relevant social science disciplines such as media studies, kaupapa Māori,
Māori studies, public health and sociology or other related areas will be helpful. The
successful applicant will receive a tax-free stipend of $22,000 and fees for 12 months. It is
hoped the appointment will be made by March 2024 and the successful applicant will be part
of the research team for the duration of 12 months.
