The Professional Excellence Programme builds on NPM’s goals to: 

1. Increase our early career researchers’ skills in research excellence and career 

opportunities; and 

2. Enhance and harness the Māori researcher excellence in research, research leadership, 

and supervision across all levels.

(Manaakitanga)  

4. Create and/or consolidate a supportive Māori research community/cohort 

(Whanaungatanga)
